Clara was born in 1904, the granddaughter of ear[y settlers to the
Maumee Va[[ey. Her gTand ather was born in Dresden, Germany and
moved to Ohio in 1860. Clara’s 1914 conﬁrmaﬁon picture graces the
mantel here at the tea room.

Her maternal grand arents owned a meat market on West Wayne
Street and s[aughterﬁouse on Cass Road. Clara attended Baldwin-
Wallace Co“ege at a time when few women attended a university. She
studied Culinary Arts in1941. Tn 1957 they built a home in Maumee
a short distance ﬁom the Stuckey’s Restaurant ﬁfanchise that Clara
established at the corner of Ryan and Reyno[ds Roads. While she was
adept at beadwork, needlework, quilting and baking, Clara was an
Expert businesswoman, using her fami y money wise[y to build a
usiness.

Clara passed in 1962 at the age of 59. She loved all th'mgs cu['mary, S0
it on[y seems appropriate that, on a Maumee street near where her
grandparen‘cs used to keep S,/IO]O, Clara’s endur'mg spirit remains in
Clara J’s Tea Room.

Rebecca Jaessing, Founder of C[araj ’s Tea Room, opened the doors in
2005. After a full career as a grain ]ouyer I?for Andersons, she retired
but was not done yet! Rebecca created a eau’ciﬁA[ and we[com'mg
tearoom that has gecome a favori’ce of many over the years!
